® Conference Theme and Topics of Interest

The theme of this year's conference is Back to Basics in the Age of Al: Balancing Technology and

Traditional Teaching Methods. As Artificial Intelligence (Al) continues to advance, many educators
teaching English as a Second Language (L2) or English as a Foreign Language (EFL) may feel anxious
about the possibility of being replaced by Al. However, it is important to note that prompt literacy - the ability
to create or write effective prompts - is currently a key factor in the use of Al. Therefore, the answer to the
question of who has good prompt literacy is simple: learners who have a solid grasp of academic
foundational concepts. Learners who have a strong grasp of concepts and principles through conceptual,
discovery, and creative learning, rather than traditional rote memorization or instruction, are more likely to
excel at prompt literacy. The advances in Al could be an opportunity to get education back on track and
back to basics, rather than being a crisis. This conference aims to provide a forum for discussing how to
return education to its fundamental principles.

Proposals which focus on the conference theme will receive first consideration; however, all proposals in
the specific areas of English Language Teaching will be gratefully received.
